Background Information 

 Built in 1897; 

 The house has historical association with early occupant Frederick Lawrence Langdon (1865-
1929), alderman and three-time Mayor of Petersham Council, who was the first occupant of the 
house from 1897-1900; and 

 One of the earliest houses constructed on the north side of Warren Road.   
 

Modifications  

 There is a modern rear addition to the house.  
 

Statement of Significance

Management Recommendations 

 A Heritage Impact Statement is required by Council to accompany any Development Application 

for non-minor work;  

 Further subdivision of the land is discouraged; 

 The overall form of the building, period material and finishes should be retained and 

conserved;   

 Any development forward of the building line such as solid fences, high walls or car parking 

structures is strongly discouraged; 

 Single storey extensions will be preferred over two-storey forms and should not be visible
