Item 374 – Schedule 5 (Environmental Heritage) - Marrickville LEP 2011 

 

31 and 33 Cook Street, Tempe, 2044  
31-[Lot 1, DP207322] and 33- [Lot 2, DP207322] 

 
Background Information 
 Both No. 31 and 33 Cook Street were built in 1905 as an adaption of an 19th century building; 

 The semi-detached properties are an example of an earlier sandstone building converted into 
two residences; 

 Both properties were a part of the “O’Brien’s Tempe Estate”. 
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Statement of Significance 

 The pair of houses is of technical significance as an early 20th adaptation of an earlier 19th 
century building; 

 The site may be of research potential, subject to further research on the original date of 
construction of the buildings;  

 The houses are rare as an adaptation of an older building; 

 The buildings are relatively intact to the circa 1906 period, as an adaptation of an older building.  

 

Modification Dates  
 Circa 1905 modification to two residences of older sandstone building on the site built prior to 

1899.  
 

Management Recommendations 
 A Heritage Impact Statement is required by Council to accompany any Development Application 

for non-minor work; 

 Further subdivision of the land is discouraged;  

 The overall form of the buildings, period materials and finishes should be retained and 
conserved; 

 Any development forward of the building line such as solid fences, high walls or car parking 
structures is strongly discouraged; 

 Single storey extensions will be preferred over two-storey forms and should not be visible from 
the street unless sound heritage reasoning is provided.
