Background Information 

 Built from 1881-1889; 

 “Calthorpe” is a historic example of Victorian filigree style housing in Marrickville; 

 The property is situated on land that were originally part of Thomas Holt’s “The Warren” estate;  

 The Warren estate was later subdivided in the 1880’s 

 George James Beckett was the first occupant of the house and a long term resident.  
 

Modifications 

 A carport with roller door on the south-eastern side; and 

 A rear addition to the dwelling house. 
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Statement of Significance 

 The site an intact representation of a Victorian filigree style villa within Marrickville; 

 The design of the front fence displays integrity with the original character of the site; and 

 The house has historical association with George James Beckett, a chief draftsman and consulting 
engineer of rail and tram construction including the Zig Zag Railway in the Blue Mountains. 

 

Management Recommendations 

 A Heritage Impact Statement is required by Council to accompany any Development Application 
for non-minor work 

 Further subdivision of the land is discouraged 

 The overall form of the building, period materials and finishes should be retained and conserved 

 Any development forward of the building line such as solid fences, high walls or car parking 
structures is strongly discouraged 

 Single storey extensions will be preferred over two-storey forms and should not be visible from 
the street  unless sound heritage reasoning is provided
