Background Information 

 Built in 1884; 

 The property is part of the Harnleigh Estate, situated within the bounds of Illawarra Road, 
Warren Road, Livingstone Road and Hill Street; 

 The first residents of the house were James and Sarah-Jane Matthews; 
 

Modifications  

 Terracotta roof tiling; 

 Loss of separate iron verandah roof, chimneys and other roof detailing; and 

 Aluminium frames to side windows and replaced timber frames to front windows. 
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Statement of Significance 

 The house is an example of single storey Victorian Filigree architecture; 

 The property is of historical significance as evidence of the earliest and largest 1882 subdivision 

of the Harnleigh Estate.  

Management Recommendations 

 A Heritage Impact Statement is required by Council to accompany any Development Application 
for non-minor work 

 Further subdivision of the land is discouraged 

 The overall form of the building, period materials and finishes should be retained and conserved 

 Any development forward of the building line such as solid fences, high walls or car parking 
structures is strongly discouraged 

 Single storey extensions will be preferred over two-storey forms and should not be visible from 
the street  unless sound heritage reasoning is provided 

 The reinstatement of a separate front verandah roof of corrugated steel in an appropriate profile 
is encouraged; and  

 The existing front fence of this property is an original Victorian period cast iron palisade fence, 
and should be retained.
